DSA BOARD MEETING MINUTES
October 6, 2009

Call to Order:  6:55pm

Reading of Minutes:  

Motion by Kourtney Roberson to file minutes with corrections noted, second by Maria Green.  All in favor.

Treasurers Report:

Motion by Kourtney Roberson to file treasurer’s report for audit, second by Maria Green.  All in favor.
Old Business:
New Signage –Doug and Evelyn where to check their sources for pricing, however; both were unavailable for the meeting so tabled until November meeting.  Manny stated that he also has a resource for signs so he will gather some information and supply at next meeting.  
New Business:

Tournament Update:  Teresa showed everyone the logo that will be used for this year’s tournament and a mock up of the program.  Discussed where to place the vendors either by the concession stand or pavilion, Teresa wanted to put them by the concession stand, however; it was suggested to place them back by the pavilion like last year due to traffic flow.  John suggested putting the bounce house and climbing wall on the “Pony” baseball field to help with keeping children in one area and making an easy entrance and exit.  Jeffrey mentioned that Ben Luna has been selected as security for this year – he and Teresa will be meeting with Ben in the next couple of weeks to go over the plans.  Teresa will be contacting Les Turner this week for the golf carts will get one flat bed and three 4-seaters with one to be used by security.  Ken mentioned the Suburban newspaper as a good source for advertising the tournament.   They will run an ad free of charge.  Teresa will write something up and send to them this week. 
Field Marshalls – Jeff mentioned again that we need field marshals on Saturday.  John typically will be at the fields in the afternoon so only need people for the morning.  
Player ID’s – All the BSW associations seem to handle player ID’s differently.  Midlothian checks ID’s before the game and returns them before the game starts.  DeSoto has someone from the City checking the cards before the games so the referees are not checking them.  Jeffrey believes that all BSW associations need to be on the same page with referees checking cards and returning them before the game starts.  He asked John to mention this to all referees that he assigns with weekend.  Jeffrey will also email Cathy Collins asking her to also mention this to the referees that she assigns this weekend.

Jeffrey also mentioned that with the flu /swine flu when he is refereeing that he is suggesting that the players not shake hands but bump elbows to help eliminate the potential of spreading the disease.   Most of the teams are complying however; everyone noticed that at the end of the game the parents are still doing the tunnel and high 5ing the players as they pass through.  Not much can be done about it.
Golf Cart – Cheri mentioned that John replace one of the tires on the gold cart. Also Jeffrey told John that it is miss-firing.  John stated that if you do not floor the pedal that it will not miss-fire but depress it half way and it will run properly.
U8 Boys Commissioner – Michelle Durham has been unable to perform her duties and has missed so many meetings that she has been removed as commissioner and will be placed on special project.  Jeff Green will be replacing Michelle as commissioner.  Teresa will update the website with Jeff’s contact information.  

Evelyn Vega has been named as interim secretary until the next coaches meeting at which time a secretary will be voted in.  

Rainout Number / Website - Jeffrey asked what everyone thought about using the website as a form of communicating rainouts.  Maria stated that the website works great for out of town coaches.  She has spoiled the Duncanville coaches by emailing them when the fields are closed.  Jeffrey stated that we will continue to post rainouts on the phone, as well as, update the website.
Best Southwest A&D Hearing – Jeffrey stated that there has not been a BSW A&D in a number of years and that as the lead association we will start having them as needed.  The rule to determine when to have a BSW A&D and a home association is based on if it is between two home association cities then home association handles an A&D.  If the issue is between two different cities then it will go before the BSW A&D.  Last Saturday Jeffrey dismissed a Cedar Hill coach for obscene gestures and foul language so a hearing is being scheduled for either Tuesday, October 13 or Thursday, October 15 by 7:30pm at the Duncanville Soccer Association office.  Because Kourtney is a referee she will not be able to chair this hearing so Mike Delgado will step in as chairperson.  A representative from each association will be requested to attend and participate on the panel which will be made up of coaches, A&D chairs, or whoever the associations would like to send except for Duncanville and Cedar Hill – they will not be allowed to sit on the panel.  Jeffrey did speak with Larry (Cedar Hill president) and Larry stated that Mohammad will be required to sit out one game.  
Open Discussion – Kourtney showed everyone a sample of the 1st place trophies selected for the BSW. She will be getting the order to Infinity Awards shortly.  There were no samples available for 2nd or 3rd place, as well as, the participation trophies.  Maria asked if the 2nd and 3rd place trophies would look similar to the first place and Teresa stated that they will be the one column instead of two columns on the first place trophy.
