DSA BOARD MEETING MINUTES
November 3, 2009

Attendance:

Call to Order:  7:08pm

Reading of Minutes:  

Motion by Kara Goodwin to file minutes, second by Doug Brown.  All in favor.

Treasurers Report:

Doug stated that the tournament deposits are currently $10,840 and there is $6,230 in the merchant account.  Have $6,200 to last through the remainder of the year with a number of expenses outstanding, however; the tournament should keep us in the black.  Motion by Kara Goodwin to file treasurer’s report for audit, second by Maria Green.  All in favor.
Old Business:
Interim Secretary –Evelyn Vega had agreed to be interim secretary, however; has changed her mind. She did state that she would be available to help during registration.  Teresa Lindsey has agreed to be interim secretary until next coaches meeting.

New Business:

BSW A&D Hearing: Jeff stated the A&D Committee found Mr. Mohammad guilty and suspended him two games which per Larry of Cedar Hill he has already sat out the two games.  No one from Cedar Hill attended the hearing.  Because this was referee abuse it then went to NTSSA A&D Committee which they also found Mr. Mohammad guilty and suspended him an additional 3 games.  Mike Delgado has asked for verification that he has sat out the 2 games, but as of today has not received anything.
Domain Name:  We have transferred the domain name www.duncanvillesoccer.com over to the DSA from Greg Bell, but do we really need the other two names – www.duncanvillesoccer.net or www.duncanvillesoccer.org?  It was determined that most people use .com versus the other two so we will only register the .com and let Greg know that we will not be using .net or .org.

BSW – ID cards:  Red Oak is not returning the cards to the coach which they should at the beginning of the game.  

Best Southwest Association – Jeff stated that Midlothian and Duncanville has been in discussion about bylaws and being recognized by NTSSA.  There will be a president’s meeting at the end of the season where the bylaws will be presented as “this is what we are doing do you want to go along?” Not sure if Cedar Hill, Waxahachie or De Soto will be in agreement.  Jeff opened the discussion to the floor.  Maria stated that she thought it was about time we got forceful with rogue associations.  Doug stated that it has been brought up some time ago and need to do something.  John mentioned that we will have more A&D hearing.  Jeff went on to outline the direction of the bylaws as having a director for a 2 year term which will come from all the associations.  There will also be an Assistant Director, A&D Chair, Treasurer and Secretary on the board.  No one city can hold more than one position.  Need to make this happen by the spring season.
Golf Cart – John mentioned that the oil light is coming on.  Walter agreed to change the oil the weekend of November 7 so it is ready by the tournament. 

Tournament Update:  Teresa stated that we have 86 teams participating in the tournament which is up from 72 last year with a several brackets of older teams.  We will pay the U16-19 refs the BSW fees and not Arlington.   Field Marshals are needed may need to do double be at two or three fields.  Also, scorecards can be turned into the field marshal after play and need to be taken to the pavilion.  Teresa asked Cheri to call the scholarship recipients to see if any of them will come out to help.  T-shirts will be blue this year with logo on front and STAFF on back.  Jeff mentioned field goals.  He is going to ask if the City can build any for the tournament because good temporary goals can cost $1,000 plus.  Jason Patterson, Jeff’s business helper, is willing to weld some extensions for field 12 to make it an 8’x21’.  Looking at temporary goal for field 7 to make same size at field 6 and placing field 8 lengthwise.  Doug said he has some temporary goals and he will check their size and let Jeff know.  Maria called Rainbow Building during the meeting.  They can provide the steel necessary to make the goals at $725.  Teresa will email Doug the dimensions to see if he can do anything as well.  Parking – the barricades will be up until 6:30am on Saturday so we can get the flow of one-way traffic going properly.  Ben Luna will be daytime security and we will also have the COPs coming out to help with parking, would like to have 3 at all entrances.  Jason Patterson will be overnight security.  Teresa asked about radios and John said there was nine in the field net room, but with everyone having cell phones it would be easier for everyone to use their phone.  Teresa also asked about having a volunteer dinner – which would everyone like to do, before or after the tournament?  Cheri stated that we typically do a dinner on Sunday evening after everything is over.  It was determined that we would see how everything goes and make a determination on Sunday evening.
Open Discussion –Cheri mentioned that Red Oak police are giving our teams parking tickets.  There is no parking available so parents are parking in what they believe to be the proper area.  Jeff asked what they want the association to do about it because it is not our responsibility. 
Jeff mentioned that Red Oak is leaving Glenn Heights’ fields and going back to their own.  They pay Glenn Heights $5000 a season to play on the fields and they are in very bad shape.  By moving back they can make improvements to their own fields to make them playable.
