DSA Coaches Meeting Minutes

May 25, 2010

Call to order: 7:05pm

Roll Call & Vote Accreditation: 7:15pm

President Jeff Lindsey explained that there were no Minutes from the February 2010 Coaches Meeting because all that happened was the passing out of coaches packets with the Spring Season information in it.

7:06pm - Guest Speaker:

Jana from Hawaiian Falls spoke about the DSA day they are having at the Mansfield location.  It is now too late to get the discount online and the meal option is no longer available, but you can bring your own cooler to the park for $5 per cooler.  There are no Commercial foods allowed (ie: fast food and other restaurant foods), only grocery store foods.  Although it states the DSA times are from noon until 6pm, you can actually show up when the park opens at 10:30am with your discount ticket.  Anyone registering and wanting the discount, must use the “sports association – DSA” links, or no discount will be given.  There will be a donation made back to DSA based on participation/people signing up via the DSA link.

7:15pm - Reports of Chairs of Standing Committees:

Tournament Director – there isn’t one and we are looking for one.  80 teams participated in 2009’s Tournament.
7:17pm - Reports of Officers:

Treasurers Report – Doug Brown stated that enrollment was equal to last Spring’s enrollment.  Registration fees may go up this Fall, depending on if the City of Duncanville races the fees it charges us or not.

7:25pm - Amendments to Bylaws:

The Bylaws were created about 29 years ago, and we are attempting to update the wording and anything else in them that needs to be updated to fit the way the Association runs now.

7:45 - New Business:

BSW Playing Association

Jeff Lindsey let the Coaches know that BSW has been recognized as an Association since February 2010.  They are in the process of electing their first board, consisting of a Chair, Vice Chair, A&D Chair, & a Secretary.  BSW is using DSA’s mailing address as our Association is staffed at a physical location more often than the other Associations that are participating in BSW.  There will be a box were BSW mail will be put until it’s picked up by one of the BSW board members, or other party designated by BSW.   

Lightning Detector

Jeff Lindsey let the Coaches know that the Association has purchased a handheld lightning detector for less than $200, and that it has various detection ranges: 0-40 miles.  We need to go over the recommendations from the booklet for it’s use, and it will be kept with the golf cart. 
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NTSSA Grant – Fence at Harrington

Teresa Lindsey applied for a grant from NTSSA to be used to help with the cost of putting up a fence to protect the soccer fields.  The City of Duncanville agreed to match the amount and put up a fence that goes around the soccer fields only – not the playground, parking lot, concession stand, or pavilion.  That way the park can still be used by people for picnics and playing on the playground.

Game Reports

ALL game reports need to be in by Tuesday, June 1, 2010 – or they won’t get ‘credit’ for their team in the trophy placement for this season.  

The need for the Game Number to be put on the Game Report, was stressed as well.

Rescheduling of Games

Jeff Lindsey explained that rescheduling games costs the Association each time it happens.  This is one reason we weren’t canceling games due to inclement weather until up to 15 minutes after the scheduled start of game time (the other reason being it’s so late in the season that we are out of make up dates). 

Referee Classes

Referees are needed. Jeff Lindsey encouraged the Coaches to take the class.  One Coach asked what the minimum age was to become a referee, that is 11 years of age.  

8:05pm - Election of Officers:

Jeff Lindsey & Martin Arizmendi were on the ballot for the position of DSA President, there were no floor nominations.  

Martin Arizmendi gave a brief speech on why he wanted to do the job and what his qualifications were.  

Jeff Lindsey gave a brief speech on what he had accomplished with the help of the board: including helping get BSW recognized as an Association, getting a golf cart to move the nets around with, & a few other things – then withdrew his name from nomination and passed his support on to Martin Arizmendi.  

The coaches voted, and Martin received 53 votes and is now DSA’s President.

Kourtney Roberson was on the ballot for the position of DSA Vice President, and there were not floor nominations.  Kourtney received 53 voted and is DSA’s Vice President for a 2nd term.

Doug Brown was on the ballot for the position of DSA Treasurer, and Kara Goodwin nominated Teresa Lindsey from the floor.  After both nominees’ were finished giving brief speeches about their qualifications, the vote was taken and the results were: Doug Brown 54 votes and Teresa Lindsey 10 votes. 

Doug Brown is now DSA’s Treasurer for a 6th year

Kara Goodwin & Katrice Williams were on the ballot for the position of DSA Secretary, there were no floor nominations.  After both nominees’ were finished giving brief speeches about their qualification for the position, the vote was taken with the results being: Kara Goodwin 10 votes and Katrice Williams 54 votes.

Katrice Williams is now DSA’s Secretary.

Jeff Lindsey was nominated to take the position of Past President.  He accepted the nomination and there was a unanimous vote for him to be in that position – no opposing votes.

Jeff Lindsey is now DSA’s Past President.

8:30pm - Good of the Game:

Jeff Lindsey stated that June 5th, all trophies for BSW are being passed out to the Association Presidents – pick up by the coaches should be Monday, June 7th.

Mike Vincent: Coaching for 22 years in DSA, wants consistency with refereeing so both teams can sub even if one team never gets the ball in the position for being able to sub.  He wants this to be fair to the kids and be able to sub out the tired ones even if they are losing the game.

Raul Gonzalez: Thanked the current board, and welcomed the new President.

Patricia Castro: Enjoyed watching the kids learn the game with no tension over losing games – thanked the Commissioners for helping her and the other coaches.
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Tad Huck: Stated we have a great website, wants us to keep going forward on it.  Would like the consideration of posting the schedules on the website.

Ken Minor: Stated that the Referee Assessor Day had been planned for a date that unfortunately the fields were closed over.  Wanted to let the Coaches know that we do assess the referee’s regularly.

Jennifer Waller thanked us for having her run the elections.
